AIR DOORS

Berner Model Aura air doors are suitable for entry doors where a white decorative appearance and quiet operation is desired. They are designed for door heights up to 8 ft for environmental separation and up to 7 ft. for insect control. 

At exterior openings, Aura air doors can resist winds up to 10 MPH and are generally mounted inside building to recirculate warm air which has risen towards ceiling. Air doors may not be fully effective where negative air pressure exists on one side of door; contact Berner for additional information.

Model Aura has a 1/2 HP motor. It can be wall mounted, suspended from the ceiling or installed above the ceiling. Maximum recommended mounting height is 8 ft. above the floor. Electric heated unit should be installed indoors only and have a minimum clearance of at least 6 feet between the bottom of the unit and the floor and at least 4 in. between the sides and top of the unit and any combustible material.

SECTION INCLUDES

If another term is used instead of “air door”, such as “air curtain” or “door heater”, make change throughout specification and coordinate with drawings.

A. Air doors.

RELATED SECTIONS

A. Section [06100 - Rough Carpentry][05410 – Load-Bearing Metal Studs][04810 – Masonry]: Provide reinforcing wall or blocking as required for attachment of air door.

If switches for air doors are mounted on door frames, list related sections to facilitate coordination.

B. Section [08100 - Metal Doors and Frames] [08400 – Entrances and Storefronts] [______-__________]: Coordinate installation of switches.

Include if door openers or automatic door opening assemblies are used. Air door must be positioned so air stream is not obstructed when deflected 20 degrees to either side of centerline. If the air stream strikes any obstruction (the top edge of the doorway, a door opening device, etc.), the effectiveness of the unit will be greatly reduced)

C. Section [08170 – Door Hardware]: Coordinate with installation of hardware.

Include following if air door cabinets are field painted. Protect electrical contacts and moveable parts from paint.

D. Section 09900 – Paints and Coatings: Field applied finishes.

E. Division 16 – Electrical: Connection of electrical service and controls.

A. Submit under provisions of Section 01300.

B. Product Data: Manufacturer's descriptive literature and installation instructions; indicate options specified.

C. Shop Drawings: Submit if required to show configuration of non-standard units and additional installation instructions not shown in Product Data.

D. Quality Assurance Submittals: Indicate compliance with QUALITY ASSURANCE.

E. Closeout Submittals:

1. Operation and Maintenance Data: Manufacturer's printed instructions for operating and maintaining air doors.

2. Warranty Documents: Issued and executed by manufacturer.

QUALITY ASSURANCE

A. Manufacturer Qualifications:

1. Firm shall have produced products providing satisfactory use in similar service for not less than five years.

2. Products shall be manufactured and assembled in United States of America.

B. Regulatory Requirements: Products shall comply with applicable Underwriters Laboratory (UL) or Canadian Standards Association (CSA) requirements.

C. Certification:

1. Unheated Units: Units shall be tested in accordance with AMCA 220 and licensed to bear AMCA Certified Ratings Seal.

2. Heated Units: Except for inclusion of heating, units shall be tested in accordance with AMCA 220 and licensed to bear AMCA Certified Ratings Seal.

DELIVERY, STORAGE, AND HANDLING

A. Store in manufacturer's unopened packaging in dry, heated area prior to installation.

WARRANTY

A. Manufacturer's Warranty: Supply manufacturer's standard [two-year limited warranty for heated units] [and] [five-year limited warranty for unheated units] against defects in workmanship and materials.

AIR DOORS

A. Acceptable Products: Berner Model Aura.

B. Construction: Provide factory assembled units of sufficient structural strength to be supported from ends without intermediate support.

C. Cabinet:
Housing options include a decorative rear adaptor to match shape of the front intake grill unit. The rear adaptor options are (1)perforated, (2)solid or (3)light kit for 3-10W halogen bulbs. Depth of unit without rear adaptor 24 in. with rear adaptor 30 in.

1. Dimensions: Not to exceed 28 in. (71 mm) height by [24 in.(61mm)][30 in. (76mm)]deep.

2. [Rear adaptor: [perforated grille][solid][with][light kit using 10W halogen bulbs.].]

3. Finish: white powder coat textured finish.

D. Motors: Direct drive, 1600rpm, 3 speed, resilient mounted, continuous duty, with internal thermal-overload protection.

E. Fans: Balanced forward curved type, double inlet, mounted in matched fan scrolls with aerodynamically formed air inlet venturies.

1. Wheels and housings constructed of galvanized steel.

F. Discharge Nozzle: 

1. Provide uniform velocity across width of air door.

2. Aperture: 2 1/2 in. (63 mm) slot by width of air door.

3. Vanes: 7/8 inches (22 mm) minimum high; constructed of airfoil-shaped aluminum extrusions; adjustable plus or minus 20 degrees to deflect airflow.

G. Air Intake:

1. Location: Front.

2. Screen: Perforated steel intake grille.

3. Finish: White powder coat textured finish.

HEATING ELEMENTS

Required accessory for Electric heat is a 7 position rotary cam switch.

A. Electric Heating Coil: 

1. UL approved.

2. Factory-mounted, factory-wired, galvanized steel frame, thermally protected.

3. Helical coil with point suspension of elements, [single][three] phase.

4. Thermal cutout: locks out electric heaters when prolonged abnormal over-temperature conditions exist.

CONTROLS

A. Switching:

Remote Fan Speed Selector Switch is optional for unheated air doors. Settings are high fan / medium fan / low fan / off. Optional for electric heat with these settings; high fan / medium fan / low fan / off / high fan & heat / medium fan & heat / low fan & heat.

1. [Remote Fan Speed Selector Switch: Capacity: 1 1/2hp at 120V/1 and 3 hp at 208V/1, 240V/1]

Automatic door switches are suitable for single phase power only and maximum amp draw of 20 amps. Consult factory for 480V options.

2. [Automatic Door Switch: Switch automatically activates unit when door opens and deactivates unit when door closes. [plunger type][roller arm][120V][208V][240V].]

3. [Reed Switch: Magnetic, requires transformer.]

Time Delay Relay recommended for high traffic openings. Use in conjunction with unit activation switch. One time delay is rcommended per air door. Consult factory for applications requiring one time delay to control multiple air doors.

Standard with three speed control switch and on/off switch. 

4. [Time Delay Relay: Adjustable in field from 0.1 second to 10 hours delay. Set delay for [2][__] minutes unless otherwise indicated.[120V][208-240V][480V].]

5. [Thermostat: [Remote mount][factory installed] thermostat, capacity; 22 amps at 125/277 VAC.]

B. [Thermostat Override: Switch prevents operation of heater when inside air temperature exceeds desired temperature.]

EXAMINATION

A. Verify that door frame and adjacent construction are installed and ready to receive work of this Section.

B. Verify that utilities are in correct location and are of correct capacities for specified products.

INSTALLATION

A. Install air doors where shown on Drawings and in accordance with [shop drawings and] manufacturers instructions.

B. Air doors shall be securely installed plumb, level, and as close as practical to top of opening and face of wall.

C. Install switches where indicated.

D. Connection to utilities is specified in RELATED WORK.

CLEANING

A. Clean prior to commissioning.

B. Repair or repaint damage to finishes on exposed-to-view surfaces.

SYSTEM STARTUP

A. Test and operate air door to be sure that it performs as intended. Adjust discharge nozzles to deflect air outward [unless otherwise required.]
